Abstract
The present study investigated relation of
perceived parenting with emotional intelligence.
The aim of was to investigate the kind of relation
of perceived parenting including the dimensions
of involvement, autonomy support, and warmth
with emotional intelligence and its components
including emotion appraisal, emotion utilization,
and emotion regulation in late adolescence. A
total of 352 undergraduate students (142 boys,
210 girls) from University of Tehran were
included in this study. Participants were asked to
complete the Perception of Parents Scale (PPS)
and the Emotional Intelligence Scale (EIS). All
dimensions of parenting showed a significant
positive association with emotional intelligence
and its components. The dimension of perceived
parental warmth (especially of the mother) and
perceived autonomy support predicted changes of
emotional intelligence and its components,
respectively. Findings also indicated that changes
of emotional intelligence could be predicted by
perception of maternal and parental parenting in
boys and girls, respectively. It can be concluded
that the way the parental warmth is perceived, is
one of the most effective factors in determining
the degree of children's emotional intelligence.
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
