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ABSTRACT

problems become more serious especially in the field of agriculture in which trained and amateur
work force are gathered. Existing theories about the relationship between education and
entrepreneurship can be positive and normative. In the normative theory, education must be
obedient to the production system, and education will be successful and effective, with high levels
of entrepreneurship and a loyalty to business ratio. In the positivist theories, one of which is the
theory of human capital, it provides the simplest explanation about the relationship between
education and entrepreneurship. Accordingly, the main purpose of the present study is to identify
and rank the components of entrepreneurship development, sustainable development in the
country’s education system.This research is a descriptive survey, and data collection tool is a two-
stage Delphi expert questionnaire. The statistical population of experts includes experts,
educational specialists and non-random sampling method was selected with 12 interviews. Based
on the results of two Delphi rounds and consensus panel members and reaching theoretical
saturation, 80 indicators identified by experts. Among the all criteria for entrepreneurship
development, the highest priority given to individual and economic factors and lowest priority goes
to political and cultural criteria.  Educational system is the main factor in mampower
training. Therefor it should be identic in cope with changes and be able to solving unempioyment
related problems. Considering sustainable entrepreneurship development indicators its expected
that the educational system be capable for step forward to find some practical solutions for
unemployment through focus on sustainable entrepreneurship development.

Methodology

The present study is an exploratory mix in terms of applied purpose, exploratory in terms of
data, and cross-sectional in terms of cross-sectional Delphi analysis method. In the present study,
first the main factors and characteristics of the components affecting entrepreneurship development
and sustainable development were extracted from the depth of research literature and theoretical
foundations and exploratory interviews on the subject and then, using two-stage Delphi technique
and using From the views of experts and elites and scoring the dimensions and components agreed
upon by the experts were identified and then ranked. The statistical population consisted of 20
educational experts and specialists, who were finally interviewed 12 times. Excel statistical
analysis software, SPSS24, was used for analysis and research information. It should be noted that
the structural, formal and content validity of the questionnaire was approved by the professors and
the reliability of the questionnaire was obtained using the reliability coefficient method. That is, the

model indicators had a high degree of reliability in the eyes of experts. Kendall coordination
coefficient was also used to determine the degree of consensus among panel members.

Findings

According to the results of the two Delphi stages and the consensus of the panel members and
reaching theoretical saturation, 80 indicators were identified by experts. Among the components of
sustainable entrepreneurship development, the components of "individual factors" and "economic
factors” have the highest average (highest priority) and the components of “cultural factors" and
"political factors™ have the lowest rank (lowest priority).

Conclusion

Economic development through entrepreneurship can be enhanced by focusing and investing in
entrepreneurship education. In the education system, conditions should be created to provide
material and spiritual support to students who have entrepreneurial spirit and ability to encourage
them, and as a result, after graduation, instead of job seekers, they themselves be able to start a new
business. Entrepreneurship for sustainable development as a field of research focuses on the impact
of entrepreneurial activities. Entrepreneurship needs a relationship between the presence of
opportunities and the presence of people who discover and exploit these opportunities. This means
that entrepreneurship is more than just starting a new business. The specific challenges of
entrepreneurship education can be improved with the genuine commitment of the government,
educational institutions, students and other organizations. Given this shared responsibility,
entrepreneurship is expected to achieve its position and be used as a vital tool for economic growth
and development. Also, due to the lack of the necessary infrastructure for the development of
sustainable entrepreneurship in the educational system, the achievements of this type of training
have not been created in a desirable way that can lead to the development of sustainable
entrepreneurship.
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
